BOOK REPORT GUIDELINES
Due on 
1.  Your paper must be at least one and one-half to two pages long, typed and double-spaced.  Please use Times New Roman 12 pt.  font.
2. Remain in 3rd person for this assignment (he, she, and it). Avoid using 2nd person (you) and 1st person (I and we).  You must use full sentences throughout your paper and remain in one tense (past, present).
3. The title of your book should be underlined.  The author’s full name must also be included when mentioned in your paper.
4. Use correct punctuation.
5. Avoid “be” verbs (am, is, are, were, be, being, been).  Concentrate on using action verbs.  Points will be deducted for any more than 10 “be” verbs.

What’s in the paper?
1.  The introduction includes the 1) name of the novel, 2) author’s name, 3) setting (place and time period of the novel, 4) Brief summary of the story (no more that 5-6 sentences), 5) thesis statement. (A thesis statement declares what you believe and what you intend to prove.)
2. The body consists of at least three paragraphs with direct quotes from the story to prove the thesis.
3. Direct quotes are placed in quotation marks, and give the page number of the quote.
4. The conclusion refers to the thesis, summarizes the ideas and moves to general information.

When you take the EB test on the computer, you must score at least 7 out of 10!
